We explored how through Jesus being born, He bridges the Advent 2017
divide between the people on earth and God. Together we
recognised how important and special Mary's job was and
the significance of her saying yes to God. We also then discussed how different our own lives would be
today, 2000 years later, if Mary had said no. The children were fantastic in their reflections and gave
some very deep and thoughtful answers in response. A big thank you to Eliza O and Connie in Year 1,
who helped to tell the story of the annunciation.
